Bikini Qty - 1

Drape the Safari Bikini over the speaker pod. Make 
sure that the long tails of the straps on the side of 
the Safari Bikini are in front of the speaker pod and 
that the long center strap is on top of the speaker 
pod. 

Locate the fl ap with the long center strap inside the 
Safari Bikini. Wrap the it around the pod and pull 
the strap forward to the windshield. Thread the end 
of the strap through the footman loop in the center 
of the windshield frame. Then pull the end of the 
strap back and thread it through the buckle sewn to 
the strap. Tighten it securely.

Clamp FastenerClose the header on the windshield frame so 
that the Clamp Fasteners line up with the foot-
man loops on each end of the windshield frame. 
Center the Bikini on the vehicle. Slip the tabs 
on the Clamp Fasteners through the loops and 
close the Clamp Fasteners.

Slide the pocket sewn along the front of the Safari 
Bikini over the edge of the header on the vehicle and 
line up the Clamp Fasteners with the notches in the 
fabric fl ap. Snap the fabric to the header.
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Vehicles Without Door Side Rails
Locate the hook and loop strips sewn to the front 
corners of the Safari Bikini. Wrap them around the 
horizontal bar and fasten them to each other. Then 
locate the hook and loop strips sewn to the side of 
the Safari Bikini above the door. Wrap them around 
the horizontal bar and fasten them to each other. 
Do this on both sides of the vehicle.  

Secure Bikini Above Doors 

Vehicles With Door Side Rails
Locate the hook and loop strips sewn to the side of the Safari Bikini above the door. Tuck them under the 
Bikini above the Door Side Rail. 

Slip the plastic strip along the side of the Safari Bikini into the channel in the Door Side Rail. 

Fold the fabric insert from back to front so that it lays fl at on top of the horizontal sport bar. Locate the hook 
and loop strips sewn to the front corners of the Safari Bikini and wrap them around the horizontal bar to 
fasten them to each other. 

Repeat this on both sides of the vehicle.

Locate the buckle straps sewn to the side of the 
Safari Bikini near the rear corner. Wrap the strap 
under the Bikini and around the sport bars. Thread 
the end of the strap through the buckle and pull it 
tight. Repeat on the other side.  

Secure Side Buckle Straps

Locate the two (2) buckle straps sewn to the rear 
corners of the Safari Bikini. Wrap the straps around 
the sport bars and under the seat belt mounts. 
Thread the end of each strap through its buckle and 
pull it tight.

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Care and Maintenance of your Bestop Bikini 
Your Bikini is made of the fi nest materials available. To keep it looking new and for the maximum possible wear, it will need periodic cleaning and 
maintenance.

Washing: The fabric should be washed often using soap, warm water and a soft bristle brush. Rinse with clear water to remove all traces of soap.  

Water:  Seeping through at the seams may be stopped by applying 3M Scotchgard® on the inside of the seams. Rips in the fabric may be repaired 
with Bondex® iron on patches to the Inside of the top, carefully following the Bondex® instructions.
